ACDelco 2006 Technician of the Millennium IV Contest 
ACDelco announces the 2006 Technician of the Millennium IV Contest.  As in years past, the competition 
provides an opportunity for technicians to display their knowledge and skills through a series of 
certifications and tests in the hope that they will advance to the finals.  The finals will be held at the 
ACDelco National Convention in Las Vegas on Friday, October 27, 2006. 
 
The Technician of the Millennium Contest has been highly regarded as the “Best of the Best” and will 
uphold that same reputation again as we approach the 2006 contest.  Unlike past years, however, this 
year’s competition will be structured slightly different. 
 
Rules of Eligibility 
To take part in the competition participants must: 
• Be full-time employees of a TSS facility  
• Remain employed at a TSS account throughout the contest duration   
• Ensure that the TSS account in which he/she is employed is in good standing with ACDelco (i.e., 

meets TSS Program requirements) 
 
The following TSS technicians are not eligible to participate: 
• Any participant involved in the national finals of the previous Technician of the Millennium III 

(2002/2003) Contest 
• Any participant that has been a national Grand Prize Winner of any previous Technician of the 

Millennium Contest 
 
Please note that Technician of the Millennium participants prior to the 2002/2003 competition are eligible 
with the exception of the national Grand Prize Winner. 
 
Contest Overview 
The 2005/2006 contest is divided into four phases: 
Phase I – Prequalification (ASE Certification) 
Phase II – Online, Internet-based testing (100 question test) 
Phase III – Hands on Semi-finals 
Phase IV – Hands on National Finals 
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Contest Details 
Phase I (Prequalification) will take place in November 2005.  In order for a technician to advance to the 
next level, the following criteria must be met: 
• Current ASE certifications within the following two areas: 

- A5, Brakes 
- A6, Electrical Systems 

• All participants that register for the test and have current ASE certifications in the above two areas 
will advance to Phase II. 

• If a technician is not currently certified, he/she can sign up for the certification tests with ASE.  The 
deadline for fall registration to take the ASE tests is September 30, 2005. 

• ASE tests are given on November 15 and November 17, 2005. 
 
Phase II (Online, Internet-based test) will be held in February 2006 and is a 100 question test. 
• Pre-qualified participants from Phase I will compete against each other. 
• Participants with the top five test scores from each region will advance to the regional semi-finals. 
• Results from Phase II testing will be sent out in March. 
 
Phase III (Hands on Semi-finals) will take place in May 2006.  They will be held at a single location (to be 
announced) with a regional contest occurring each day of the week. 
• Five finalists in each region will compete against each other in a hands-on competition to determine 

the regional winner. 
• Results from Phase III testing will be announced the evening of the competition. 
• Regional winners advance to the National contest. 
 
Phase IV (National Hands on Finals) will be held during the ACDelco National Convention in Las Vegas 
on Friday, October 27, 2006.  Five U.S. finalists, along with three Canadian finalists, will compete “head-
to-head” in a hands-on competition to determine the 2006 Technician of the Millennium. 
 
Prizes  
Prizes will be announced at a later date.

Open registration for the 2006 Technician of the Millennium IV contest is from September 1 through 
October 28, 2005.  Please note that the last day to register for ASE certifications is September 30, 2005.
